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BIDDING FOR THE SUPPLY, DELIVERY, TESTING, INSTALLATION AND COMMISSIOINING OF BROADBAND INTERNET CONNECTION FOR THE PHILIPPINE PORTS AUTHORITY 
A. BACKGROUND

The Philippine Ports Authority (PPA) is in need of a 4Mbps Internet connection for its e-mail, FTP and World Wide Web services. The connection requires a 4096 kbps with a 1:1 RATIO. Internet connection will be terminated at the PPA Data Center located at the PPA Corporate Building, Bonifacio Drive, South Harbor Port Area, Manila.

B. OBJECTIVE

C. The Internet Connection is considered as one of PPA’s means of disseminating information to the public by hosting the Authority’s official website. It is also one of the major components of the on-going PPA MIS computerization Project serving as link to the E-Port and E-Procurement Systems as well as VPN connection to its remote users. The Internet Connection is an upgrade from the existing 256 kbps service.

D. SPECIFICATIONS

Bidders should be capable of providing the Internet Connection with the following specifications:

PRODUCT SPECIFICATION

a) The Connection should be able to provide a symmetric broadband Internet access that provides a speed access of 4Mbps.
b) The Connection should have a redundant connectivity which ensures 99.5% network availability.
c) The Connection should have a 24-hours-per-day, 7 days-per-week access.
E. RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE CONTRACTOR

a) The Contractor must be a telephone company and a Tier 1 Internet Service Provider who owns and operates the internet facilities starting from the local loop up to the internet gateway.

b) The Contractor must provide at least 28 IP addresses.

c) The Contractor should have an Internet backbone connectivity going to the WWW with a minimum of 300mbps and guarantees to commit the lowest latency transmission of 200-300ms.

d) The Contractor must provide 99.5% Service Level Availability.

e) The Contractor must provide an online tool by which PPA can analyze traffic utilization. This is especially helpful in managing its present capacity and planning for future bandwidth requirement. 
f) The Contractor must provide a Local Loop, Router and DSL Modem and undertake the complete installation of Internet access within thirty (30) days from contract date.  The service fee shall be reckoned from the time that PPA accepts the Internet service.

F. APPROVED BUDGET

The Approved Budget for the Contract is P 500,000 inclusive of 12% VAT, installation cost and monthly recurring cost covering a one-year period.
