Interested contractors must submit Letter of Intent (LOI), certified copy of their valid PCAB license/registration, Special Power of Attorney of representative, and presentation of the original PCAB License. Only those contractors with PCAB Registration of at least “Medium “A" for Ports, Harbor and Offshore Engineering” will be issued Bidding Documents, and upon payment of non-refundable cost of the documents in the amount of P30,000.00.
Prospective bidders should posses a valid PCAB license and registration particulars applicable to the type and cost of the contract to be bid, have key personnel and equipment available for the prosecution of the contract as listed in Item E above, and must have completed a contract similar to the contract to be bid and with the same major categories of work as the contract to be bid, and completed within ten (10) years from the date of submission and receipt of bids with a value of at least 50% of the approved budget for the contract to be bid, updated to current prices using the NSO price indices, and must meet the other eligibility, technical/project, and financial requirements and other requirements stated in the Eligibility Statement Form and the Bidding Documents.

Bidding will be conducted through open competitive bidding procedures using non-discretionary “pass/fail” criteria as specified in the IRR of RA 9184. 

Bidding is restricted to Filipino citizens/sole proprietorship, partnerships, or organizations with at least 75% investment of outstanding capital stock belonging to citizens of the Philippines.
