2. Bidding will be conducted through open competitive bidding procedures using non discretionary pass/fail criteria and is restricted to Filipino Citizens/Sole Proprietorships, Organizations with at least sixty percent (60%) interest or outstanding capital stock belonging to citizens of the Philippines.

3. Required documents for eligibility are the following:

a. Certificate of Registration from SEC, Department of Trade and Industry (DTI) for sole proprietorship or CDA for cooperatives;
b. Certificate of PhilGEPS Registration and Mayor’s Permit issued by the city or municipality where the principal place of business is located;
c. Statement by the prospective bidders of all its on-going and completed government and private contracts;
d. Audited Financial Statements, stamped “Received” by the BIR for the last two calendar years showing, among others, total Current Assets and Current Liabilities;
e. Net Financial Contracting Capacity (NFCC) computation or Credit Line Commitment from a Universal or a Commercial Bank which must be at least equal to the ABC;
f. Valid Joint Venture Agreement, if joint venture.

Only legitimate firms and contractors, who possess the following qualifications may participate and submit proposals:

1. Prospective bidders with experience of at least 5 years, and having completed within the last 5 years a single contract that is similar to the contract to be bid, whose value must be at least 50% of the Approved Budget for the Contract (ABC) of the herein project;

2. In the absence of the above, the following shall also qualify:

a. The bidder should have completed at least two (2) similar contracts and the aggregate contract amounts should be equivalent to at least the percentage of the ABC as required above; and
b. The largest amount of these similar contracts must be equivalent to at least 50% of the ABC of the herein project.
 
3. The similar contracts mentioned under (a) and (b) above must have been completed within the period specified in the Invitation to Bid.

4. Must have no derogatory record;

5. Must be duly registered with the proper government authorities not limited to SSS, Philhealth and HDMF (Pag-IBIG);

6. Must not be related with the Procuring Entity or the members of the BAC, TWG, Secretariat, pursuant to Rule XV, Section 47 of R.A. 9184.
