1. The PPA-Port District Office of Northern Mindanao (PPA-PDONM) through its Corporate Funds, intends to apply the sum of Sixty Seven Million  Eight Hundred One Thousand Nine Hundred Fifty-Eight and 40/100 (Php 67,801,958.40) being the Approved Budget for the Contract (ABC) to payments under the Contract for the Procurement of Security Services for the Port District Office of Northern Mindanao and PMOs/TMOs/Ports Under its Jurisdiction for the first Calendar Year 2012.  Bids received in excess of the ABC shall be automatically rejected at Bid opening. 3. Provided, however that the multi-year contract entered upon shall be subject to the following conditions:
3.1 The duration of the contract to be bid shall not exceed Three (3) years;
3.2 The Approved Budget for the Contract (ABC) is for the first year only.

4. Provided further, that all bid prices for a duration of three (3) years shall be fixed and shall not be adjusted during contract implementation, except for the following:
4.1 Increase in minimum daily wage pursuant to law or new wage order issued after date of bidding; 
4.2 Increase in taxes; and
4.3 If during the term of the contract the procuring entity sees the need for an increase or decrease in the number of security guards, the resulting cost of said increase or decrease may be allowed, provided the same is approved by the Authority.

5. Prospective Bidders should have experience in providing security services similar to the Contract to be bid with a single largest contract completed within the last five (5) years, the value of which must be at least fifty percent (50%) of the Approved Budget for the Contract (ABC for the first year only) to be bid.

6. Bidding shall be conducted through open competitive bidding procedures using nondiscretionary pass/fail criteria as specified in the Implementing Rules and Regulations Part A (IRR-A) of Republic Act 9184, otherwise known as the “Government Procurement  Reform Act”, and is restricted to sole proprietorships, partnerships, cooperatives, corporations or joint venture whose authorized ownership requirement is in accordance with existing laws.  Only Bids from Bidders who pass the eligibility check will be opened.  The process for the eligibility check is described in the Instructions to Bidders (ITB).  The bidder with the Lowest Calculated Bid (LCB) shall advance to the post-qualification stage in order to finally determine responsiveness of the bid to technical and financial requirements of the project.  The contract shall then be awarded to the Bidder with the Lowest Calculated Responsive Bid (LCRB) who was determined as such during the post qualification procedure.
