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SUPPLEMENTAL/BID BULLETIN
The following addenda are issued to clarify, supplement, modify or amend an item in the Bid Documents as discussed during the Pre-bid Conference dated 09 January 2012, to address the query of Advance Forces Security & Investigation Sevices, Inc. through verbal and email correspondence dated 12 January 2012, and to act on the verbal clarification of Sagittarius Security Agency dated 13 January 2012. This shall form an integral part thereof:

· Discussions taken during the Pre-bid Conference:

1. The Opening of Bids as provided in Sec. 21 of the Instruction to Bidders on 23 January 2012 was re-setted on 24 January 2012, Tuesday, 9:00 o’clock in the morning, and the deadline for the Submission of Bids will be on or before 8:30 AM of the same latter date;

Initially, the schedule of the deadline for Submission and Opening of Bids was moved from the original date of 16 January 2012 to 23 January 2012 due to Official Business Trip to Head Office, Manila of the BAC Members who are also in their respective official capacity as Port District Manager and Port Managers in the Port District of Northern Mindanao. Subsequently, the latter date or 23 January 2012 was then declared by the National Government as an Official Holiday in celebration of the Chinese New Year. Hence, the Opening of bids was then again set from 23 January 2012 to 24 January 2012, Tuesday, 9:00 o’clock in the morning at PDO NoMin Conference Room, and likewise, the deadline for the Submission of Bids will be moved on or before 8:30 AM of 24 January 2012 as agreed by the BAC during the pre-bid conference conducted last 09 January 2012 .
2. The visual and graphic presentation of the Sealing and Marking of Bids provided in Sec. 20 of the Instruction of Bidders is hereto attached as Annex A for further reference and guide;
3. A maximum of four (4) duly authorized representatives will then be allowed to attend, act, and participate in behalf of a particular bidder during the Opening of Bids which is re-setted on 9:00 AM of 24 January 2012, Tuesday. The representation must be supported by a board resolution for a corporation or cooperative, or an affidavit signed by the all partners or proprietor/owner for partnership or single-proprietorship respectively, evidencing such authority. Further, the representative must present a valid identification card (I.D) to confirm their identity with respect to the said resolution or affidavit, otherwise, any personality will be barred from attending such process;

4. Form No. 5 of item 12 (iii) of the Instruction to Bidders entitled,  “Certified List of Licensed Firearms” will be accomplished, duly signed and submitted by the bidder with an attached Certification of the FED;

5. Amendments:

a. In Item b(i) of the Checklist of Eligibility Requirements of Sec. VIII, Bidding Forms should omit the phrase (Form No. 3) as such is applicable only and should have been inserted to the immediate preceeding provision thereof or Item a(vii) of the same section, as duly amended:

· Email and verbal query of Advance Forces Security and Investigation Services Inc:

7. The person who actually conducted the site inspection for each port and whose name shall appear in the Certificate of Site Inspection as affirmed by the Port Manager/Officer-in-Charge/PPD Manager/Terminal Manager in consonance with Item 12 (xix) of Sec. III, Instruction to Bidders shall execute the Affidavit of Site Inspection as prescribed in Form No. 20 of Sec. VIII, Bidding Forms;

8. For purposes of verifying the NFCC computation of a bidder if presented, the Financial Statements and Income Tax Return (ITR) of 2009 and 2010 should be attached;

9. For purposes of NFCC computation if presented and considering that the period of the Contract for this procurement is three (3) years, the value of K should be equal to 20 in reference to Par. 3 of Sec. 23.5.2.6 of the IRR of 9184, as stated:

12. The number of days/year in all Ports of Surigao should be adjusted from 392.80 as presented in Sec. Vlll, Bidding Forms to 393.50 in accordance with PADPAO Wage Order No. RXlll-10 (effective 25 August 2010).
