I	Replacement of Wooden False Beam

· Works include supply of labor and materials for the removal and replacement of existing wooden False Beam, and disposal in a designated area as directed by the Engineer-in-charge.
· The replaced False Beam should be fabricated in a good workmanship, properly aligned and should match with the existing concrete beam.
· Materials to be used shall be 4.5mm thick flexiboard on 0.60mm x 28mm x 75mm Metal Track and 0.60mm x 25mm x 25mm Metal Angular.
· Surfaces should be applied with a coat of appropriate primer and surfaces with imperfection should be  applied with wood putty and be smoothen using sand paper before applying Two (2) coats of quick dry enamel paint and restore all affected areas.

II	Replacement of Vinyl Accordion Partition

· The works included supply of labor and materials for the removal and replacement of existing vinyl accordion partition.

III	Removal and Replacement of Existing Wall Paper

· Supply of labor and materials for the removal of replacement of existing wall paper.
· The kind and quality shall be vinyl wall paper, peel able, super-washable and fast lightness as per sample or equivalent.  

IV	Removal and Replacement of Existing Roof Gutter

· Supply of labor and materials for the removal and replacement of existing roof gutter at the Guest Quarter Shed and Parking Shed.
· The gutter shall be 2.0mm thick plain thermoplastic, bended into dimensions as indicated in the plan.




V	Removal and Replacement of Existing Carpet

· Supply of labor and materials for the removal and replacement of floor carpet at the OPDM.
· Materials quality, color and texture shall be per sample or equivalent.
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
