SUBJECT : Revised Schedules of Cargo Handling Tariffs at the Port of Batangas
(Phase | and Phase Il) Pursuant to PPA Memorandum Circular (MC)
No. 010-2025 titled “Approved 16% Upward Adjustment on the
Existing CH Tariffs for Asian Terminals, Inc. (ATI) and ATl Batangas,
Inc. (ATIBI) at the Port of Batangas (Phase | and Phase Il)”

Pursuant to PPA Memorandum Circular No. 010-2025 dated May 13, 2025, and published in
the Manila Standard on May 13, 2025, a 16% upward adjustment in Cargo Handling (CH)
tariffs for ATl and ATIBI at the Port of Batangas (Phase | and Phase Il) has been approved. The
implementation will be carried out in two (2) tranches, as follows:

A. First Tranche - 10% increase, effective no earlier than July 1, 2025, subject to
publication in a newspaper of general circulation at least 30 days before effectivity.

B. Second Tranche — Additional six percent (6%) increase, effective no earlier
than January 1, 2026.

In line with the foregoing, the revised CH schedules for the Port of Batangas (Phase | and Phase
Il) are attached for the reference and guidance of all concerned:
