ii.      Valid Mayor’s/Business Permit issued by the city or municipality where the principal place of business of the prospective bidder is located, or the equivalent document for Exclusive Economic Zones or Areas;

iii.   Tax Clearance per E.O. 398, s. 2005, as finally reviewed and approved by the Bureau of Internal Revenue (BIR)

iv. Statement of the prospective bidder of all its ongoing government and private contracts, including contracts awarded but not yet started;

v.    Statement of the Bidder’s Single Largest Completed Contract (SLCC) similar to the contract to be bid;

vi.   Latest Audited Financial Statements ;

vii.  Computation of Net Financial Contracting Capacity (NFCC) provided under Section VIII, Bidding Forms, must be attached or committed Line of Credit from a Universal or Commercial Bank in lieu of NFCC computation; and

a. It is to be noted that the posted bid security must be valid for not less than 120 calendar days reckoned from the date of bid opening;

b. Conformity with the Terms of Reference (TOR) – conformed/signed Terms of Reference (TOR) provided under Section VII, Terms of Reference (TOR), must be attached in the submission;

c.    Omnibus Sworn Statement in accordance with Section 25.3 of the 2016 Revised IRR of RA 9184 – accomplished form provided under Section VIII, Bidding Forms, must be attached in the submission;

d.   Authority of Signatory for corporation – either a Special Power of Attorney (SPA) or Secretary’s Certificate shall apply for this requirement. Section VII, Bidding Forms, provides format for such purposes.
Failure to comply with any of the above cited instructions shall be ground for disqualification.

	Pursuant to 2016 Revised IRR of RA 9184 (GPPB Circular No. 06-2005 Tie Breaking Method), the non-discretionary and non-discriminatory method of breaking ties in the event two or more of the bidders are determined and declared as the Lowest Calculated and Responsive Bid (LCRB), shall be as follows:

1. The LOTTO Scheme shall be used wherein the concerned bidders shall select when will be the Lotto draw dates be used (e.g. 6/42 – every Tuesday, Thursday and Saturday, 6/45 – every Monday, Wednesday and Friday, 6/49 – every Tuesday, Thursday and Sunday or 6/55 -  every Monday, Wednesday and Saturday);

2. From slots 1 to 6, each concerned bidder shall select their respective slot thru drawing of numbers;

3. During the Lotto draw date (as selected by the bidders), the numbers as consecutively drawn shall be placed in the slots 1 to 6; i.e. first number to be drawn shall be placed in slot no. 1, second number to be drawn in slot no.2 and so on; and

4. The bidder whose slots gets the highest number shall be declared as
      the Lowest Calculated and Responsive Bid (LCRB).

	Interested bidders should submit proposal based from the provisions under the Terms of Reference and the ITB. Failure to comply with this requirement shall be ground for disqualification. The BAC shall evaluate and determine the completeness of the proposal submitted by the bidder.

Contract shall be preferably awarded to the Contractor with the lowest/single calculated and responsive bid who after passing post-qualification complies with the requirements of the Procuring Entity.
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
